Ashley had
been involved in gymnastics since the age of four and trained at Capital Gymnastics National
Training Center. She was also a member of the LBSS woman’s gymnastics team. Ashley’s
positive attitude and spirit touched all who met her. Her drive to always do her best despite any
obstacle and her unstoppable work ethic were her trademark. Her unforgettable laugh and
radiant smile are remembered by all who knew her. It was said that, “Ashley had so many
friends because she was a friend to so many”. An academic scholarship has been established in
Ashley’s honor. This scholarship will assist students who capture Ashley’s spirit, enthusiasm
and love of life, begin their college careers.
